Unlike typical Georgian Bay or Muskoka islands that lock owners out after a brief two-to-three-
month summer window, this estate is engineered for grand-scale, all-season living.

Winter

The landscape transforms into a magnificent playground 
for world-class ice fishing and snowmobiling. Winter ice 
access makes this a true 365-day winter-wonderland lodge 
unlike any other island property.

The sheer size of the island, its dramatic elevations, and its prime location give it the vast, majestic feel of Open Water 
Georgian Bay — yet it remains completely accessible year-round.

The primary residence is a turnkey architectural masterpiece that sets a new standard for wilderness luxury. Every detail has 
been considered to create an environment that is simultaneously grand and deeply intimate.

The Great Room
A dramatic 25-foot-high hexagonal great room where 
a state-of-the-art barn wood kitchen and living areas 
converge around a striking 12-foot-wide central fire 
pit supported by six massive stone pillars.

Primary Suite
A grand split-level primary suite featuring a private 
stone fireplace, offering an unparalleled sense of 
seclusion and warmth within the wilderness setting.

Guest Accommodations
An ensuite guest bedroom with its own fireplace, plus a 
completely independent and beautifully appointed 
separate two-bedroom guest cottage for total 
privacy.

The island's diverse perimeter spans over 3,000 feet of rugged, glacier-polished rocky shoreline, contrasted by a rare 150-
foot soft sand beach tucked away in a sheltered bay. The extensive docking infrastructure is strategically positioned to 
remain protected from the prevailing south-westerly winds.

Boathouse & Docking
A substantial boathouse and serene waterside sauna cabin 
highlight the waterfront amenities, with docking protected 
from prevailing winds.

World-Class Angling
Direct boat access to the Sturgeon River, Campbell's Bay, and 
the dramatic deep-water channels of the West Arm and 
French River — all renowned for year-round angling.

Interior Trails
An established network of interior trails traversing scenic 
gullies and lookout points throughout the island's pristine 
natural ecosystem.

Private Sand Beach
A rare 150-foot soft sand beach tucked in a sheltered bay — 
an extraordinary feature for a Canadian Shield island 
property of this nature.
